Council Update

The Baptist Church Planters' Council, made up of pastors,
BCP missionaries, and laymen, recently met for our online
spring meeting. It can be summarized in two words:
prayer and progress.

The executive team reported significant advancement in
our 2025 “must-win" objectives, including launching the
first multi-year campaign in our history. Pray for God's
provision of more new donors, churches, and missionaries
that we might serve Christ's Church well. Family Camp,
financial improvement, our office relocation, the planned
giving initiative, the development of a new director, and
the growing pipeline of people who can carry the BCP
torch were all areas of celebration. By way of example,

a newer missionary was promoted from associate to lead
revitalizer because of the significant impact witnessed
across three revitalization works and the writing of training
resources. Additionally, our subsidiary ChurchCare
continues to gain momentum in every aspect of their
building, closure, and loaning endeavors.
